CTS effect percentages

In order to determine how many test persons have had an effect from the treatment (directly before the treatment with respect to directly after the treatment) with the Phystrac traction device, it has been examined as to how many test persons have had a positive effect of the treatment on the complaint score, functional score and/or muscle strength left and right. On the basis of this a percentage has been calculated with respect to the total number of test persons. 

The percentages of the number of test persons that have had an effect from the treatment with the traction device are printed in bold. 

There is a group of test persons who have indicated to have fewer complaints, but from whom no complete questionnaire has been taken. This is the category: fewer complaints, no score. Furthermore, often also no questionnaire has been taken at the end of the treatment with the group who had no effect from the treatment or had an increase in the complaints. Hence, the number of test persons that have been incorporated into the statistic analyses, come out lower than the number of test persons in the table stated below.
